Charter schools are public schools 

designed to provide opportunities 

for innovations without the bu-

reaucratic constraints of tradi-

tional public schools. Charter 

schools are usually established by 

teachers, parents, or community 

members with a vision of a differ-

ent way to educate students and 

achieve the same or better re-

sults. While charter schools have 

their own governing or oversight 

boards, they are also sponsored 

by a local public school district, 

county board of education or the 

state. The specific goals and oper-

ating procedures of the school 

must be spelled out in its Charter 

and an agreement must be made 

between the school board and 

the charter organizers. 

 

The purpose of a charter school 

is to improve student learning, 

to encourage the use of differ-

ent and innovative teaching 

methods, to create new profes-

sional opportunities for teach-

ers, and to provide parents and 

students with expanded educa-

tional opportunities within the 

public school system. These 

opportunities are provided with-

out some of the constraints of 

traditional bureaucratic rules 

and structure, and give schools 

the chance to use a

accountability. In essence, char-

ter schools allow for increased 

flexibility in exchange for in-

creased student performance. 

Redding School of the Arts II is a  

K-8 visual and performing arts 

charter school in northern Califor-

nia. The school believes when it 

comes to young minds, the arts 

enrich, expand and prepare stu-

dents to become vibrant, fully 

contributing members of their 

communities and the larger soci-

ety.  Children engaged in music 

and arts programs, not only do 

better in other academic subjects 

than children not engaged in the 

arts, but also have better atten-

dance, increased self-esteem, and 

cooperate more fully with teach-

ers and peers. Additionally, Red-

ding School of the Arts II is the 

only school in the far northern 

California region to offer a Man-

darin immersion program for its 

primary grades with plans to ex-

pand through eighth grade.   



In addition to academics, RSA II is committed to 
exposing students to the visual and performing 
arts. To this end, RSA II is the only elementary 
school in Shasta County that provides daily 
music classes to kindergarteners through 5th 
graders;  6th - 8th graders also benefit from 
alternating daily music/art instruction. Students 
learn the basics of music theory, music per-
formance, cultural dance, folklore, and have a

instrument system. Art lessons encompass the 
state standards with connections made through 
literature, culture, and historical architecture.   

To expose students to additional dance, visual 
art, music, or drama, RSA II offers unique elec-
tive classes. Kindergarten students are exposed 

to the four art disciplines through their class-
room, art or music teachers.  First and second 
grade students are exposed to the four disci-
plines through participation in a pre-
established trimester wheel. Third through 
eighth students select classes in tumbling, basic 
dance, physical education, visual art, choir, and 
drama.  These art enrichment opportunities are  
45 - 50 minutes each school day where stu-
dents break from their academic classes.  

It seeks to accomplish its goal of high academic 

and behavioral standards through: 

¶ Student-centered, interdisciplinary approach; 

¶ Multicultural environment; and  

¶ Emphasis on the Arts.  

RSA II enables students to become literate, self-

motivated and lifelong learners who appreciate, 

enjoy and respect the visual and performing arts. 

The mission of the Redding School of the Arts II 

is to provide skills for the 21st century kinder-

garten through second grade students who 

have an interest in visual or performing arts. 

Skills for the 21st century are defined as: 

¶ Ability to read, write, speak and calculate 

with clarity and precision; and  

¶ Desire to participate in the life of the com-

T H E  H I S T O R Y  O F  R S A  I I 

RSA was founded by Jean Hatch and Margaret 
Johnson during an era when the visual and 
performing arts were being pushed aside in the 
general public school curriculum. Their theory, 
backed by research that children learn best 
through the visual and performing arts, has 
produced great results. The school boasts API 
scores of over 800 exceeding county, state, and 
national averages. Over the past 11 years RSA 
has been recognized with many awards, grants 
and acknowledgements including a Creative 
School of Excellence Award and Promising Prac-
tice recognition from USC. The greatest evi-
dence is seen when you walk down the hall-
ways of our school and see the authentic learn-
ing taking place in the classrooms. 

RSA is a charter school that was founded in 
1999 and then created a sister school, RSA II in 
2007 to include an immersion program.  RSA II  
is  sponsored by Gateway Unified School Dis-
trict. At RSA II we believe children learn best 
through: 

¶ Student-centered;  

¶ Multicultural/Bilingual awareness,  

¶ Thematic and interdisciplinary approach to 
instruction that emphasizes the visual and 
performing arts. 
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As a public school, RSA II 

must teach the materials 

mandated by the State Cur-

riculum Standards for grades 

K-8.  As a charter school, RSA 

II has the discretion to teach 

that curriculum in innovative 

ways to increase student 

learning.   

RSA IIõs academic instruction 

is theme-based, meaning the 

curriculum in language arts, 

social studies, science, art, 

music and math is integrated 

to support learning across all 

disciplines.  For example, 

when students are studying 

ancient civilizations in social 

studies, their language arts 

reading books and vocabu-

lary/spelling words relate to 

Rome, Greece and other 

ancient cultures.  Likewise, 

their science will focus on 

physics, alchemy, astronomy 

and such.  Their studies in art 

and music will further sup-

port those themes.   

This instruction occurs in a 

three year, thematic rotation 

of:  California History(K-4)/US 

History(5-8), Ancient Civiliza-

tions and World history. The 

kindergarten through eighth 

grade curriculum encom-

passes English Language 

arts, Mathematics, Science, 

History (Social Science), Vis-

ual and Performing Arts, and 

Physical Education. 

This sequential approach to 

learning maximizes learning 

tude may be placed together 

in a core class.

The educational 

model focuses on identifying 

students with exceptional needs 

as early as possible and meeting 

their educational needs in a pro-

active, preventive fashion. The

In fact, RSA helped create a 

Special Education Consortium 

with other charter schools in the 

area in order to share these 

services. The Consortium is the 

first of its kind for charter 

schools in California and in the 

nation to provide direct services 

to children. For its efforts, the 

school received a California 

Dissemination grant to share the 

knowledge of providing services 

to children in a positive direct 

model whereby all students, 

including the talented and gifted 

students, benefit. 

RSA II follows the same innova-

tive approach to special educa-

tion as RSA. The school utilizes 

professionals with specific 

credentials to provide the fol-

lowing services as needed: 

speech and language, psycho-

logical services, occupational 

therapy, adaptive PE, nursing, 

and access to a special physical 

therapy day class. In addition, 

paraprofessionals are provided 

to meet with students who are 

struggling to meet particular 

concepts.

She did her undergraduate 
work at University of Califor-
nia, Davis and her graduate 
studies at San Francisco State 
University. 

Mrs. Hatch created and also 
directs the Shasta County 

Charter Schools Special Educa-
tion Consortium. This consor-
tium serves five charter 
schools with approximately 
1,000 students in Shasta 
County and serves as a state 
and national model for inno-
vative delivery of special edu-
cation services. 

Margaret Johnson, Co-
director. Mrs. Johnson has 
been working in education for 
over 20 years. She spent time 
in the classroom educating 
children from grades kinder-
garten through 12th grade. 
While working for her previ-

ous district she designed and 
implemented a home school 
component developing budg-
ets, setting and selecting cur-
riculum, interviewing and 
evaluating teachers, as well as 
developing educationally ap-
propriate materials for special 
needs students. Margaret 
earned her undergraduate 
degree at Oregon State Uni-
versity and a Masters in Ele-
mentary Education: Reading 
and the English as a Second 
Language Learner from Cali-
fornia State University of 
Chico.

many, many, more. 

One significant parent group 

within RSA II is the Parent Teacher 

Club (PTC).  The PTC works to 

promote community within the 

school through events such as a 

Back-to-School Picnic, a Boohoo/

Yahoo First Day of School morning 

social, Kindergarten Round-up, 

End of the Year Celebration, and 

Teacher Appreciation Week. In 

addition, they have raised up to 

$35,000 per year through various 

fundraisers like Annual Fall Dinner 

Auction, cookie dough sales, E-

scrip and Box Tops for Education. 

PTC has established officers and 

bylaws, and conduct monthly 

meetings. 

RSA II believes a major factor in 

the success of students is the 

involvement of a significant adult 

in their school. To encourage this, 

all families are encouraged to 

serve at least 40 hours of volun-

teer time per school year. Parents 

have embraced this volunteer 

time, not as a reluctant require-

ment, but as an opportunity to 

provide enriched experiences for 

our students.  Volunteer activities 

have included: Classroom assis-

tance, art docent, theme day

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Most students (79%) at RSA II are identified as White, non-Hispanic.  How-
ever, RSA II has 1% African American, 4% of American Indian or Alaskan 
native students and 4% Asian, 0% Pacific Islander, 1% Filipino, and 9% His-
panic or Latino descent, and 6% two or more ethnicities.

The school is located in Shasta County; specifically in Redding, CA, which lies at the 

northern tip of the Sacramento Valley. Traditionally rural, Shasta County is surrounded on three 

sides by millions of acres of federal and state lands including the California Cascades, Mt. 

Shasta, and the Trinity Alps. By car, Redding is about a three hour drive north from Sacramento 

on Interstate 5, or about a three and half hour drive northwest from the San Francisco Bay 

Area.

RSA II utilized class size reduc-

tion for grades kindergarten 

through third as 21:1; grades 

four through eight averaged 

29:1.  For students in the ele-

mentary grades (K ς 5) class-

room based program, the direct 

instruction during Language Arts 

is further reduced by half. Dur-

ing this time, half the students 

attend a music class, allowing for 

a rate of 10 ς 15: 1.  In addition, 

math classes are grouped by 

math skill rather than grade level 

or home room divisions. Home 

room placements are based on 

student reading abilities with a 

usual grade span of two grades. 

RSA II serves students who re-

side in or whose parents or legal 

guardians are employed within 

the Redding community. It is 

also open to qualifying students 

within Shasta County and con-

tiguous counties who agree to 

the philosophy and meet the 

admission requirements of RSA 

II. RSA II did not offer a home 

school/independent study pro-

gram during the 2009-10.  

In addition to the standard ad-

mission requirements of public 

education schools, Redding 

School of the Arts has the fol-

lowing special requirements: 

A commitment by the student to 

pursue the student's personal 

interest in an area of visual or     

performing arts beyond what 

the school provides; 

Demonstrate positive, regular

RSA II conducts ten minimum 

days per school year in which 

one week is dedicated to par-

ent teacher conferences and 

the others to staff develop-

ment focused on additional 

training in core curriculum, 

school safety or reviewing 

testing results. 

Instructional Minutes
