Physical Education Grading Policy for 2011-2012

This year we are excited to offer a middle school physical education program.  The fifth through 8th grade physical education standards will be incorporated into the daily activities as well as the historical themes for the year.

The grading is as follows: Each day a student may earn a total of 6 points.  The points are earned by timely attendance, full participation, correct clothing, and excellent behavior.  
Students may lose points for the following: absences, behavior, inappropriate clothing, and lack of participation.  
a. The first three absences for a trimester are excused.  A loss of 6 points daily will occur after the first three absences.  If a child has a one or two day illness, injury, or other legitimate reason for excusal, a signed and dated parent note will be fine.  An alternative assignment will be given.  If a child will not be able to participate for three days or more a doctor’s note is required.  If a child will be out of school for three days or more please let the Office know so that they can notify your child’s teachers for an Independent Study.
b. Behavior can be talking, language, attitude, injuring others, and more.  A serious offense, like defiance or a safety issue will result not only in a loss of all the points for the day, but a referral as well.  Parents will be contacted.

c. Clothing needs to be comfortable, school appropriate, and allow a child the ability to fully participate.  
d. I expect each child to participate in all activities that they are capable of.  This could be stretching, games, a state standard, or following the rules.  Sportsmanship is a strong component of the program this year.

A student can lose several points for the same action.  Or, they can lose multiple points on a given day for different choices.  For example they might lose a point for talking while instructions are being given, and then later for not running when asked.  Also, some inappropriate actions can carry not just the loss of one point but several, or all points for the day.  Safety for themselves and others is an example.  Any serious disciplinary actions will follow the RSA handbook.

All grades will be tallied weekly and entered into AERIES.  The points earned by your child, plus a current grade will be listed.  If your child has lost a few points please ask them why.  This is important, as it is a first step in the child taking responsibility for their actions. 

We are also going to begin posting student progress on AERIES as well, especially grade benchmarks for the state.  An example is the one-mile run or pushups completed. If you have any questions please contact me at gjones@rsarts.org.
