Redding School of the Arts Locker Policy

RSA will provide lockers for your use as a student, for holding books and personal belongings.  Please enjoy using them, but please respect them.  Know the following rules regarding locker use.   By signing below you verify you have read and understood RSA’s locker policy.   

∗ Security:   For your own protection, you must keep your locker combination confidential at all times.  Don’t leave it “ready to open.”  You should keep it securely locked at all times.  Combination changes require administrative approval by Mrs. Wahl or Mrs. Hatch. 
The school is not responsible for any loss of valuables and strongly urges students to leave valuable items home. 
· Property Rights:  Lockers are school property.  Occasional announced and unannounced locker checks will occur. The student's use of the locker does not diminish the school’s ownership or control of the locker. The school retains the right to inspect the locker and its contents to insure that the locker is being used in accordance with its intended purpose, and to eliminate fire or other hazards, maintain sanitary conditions, attempt to locate lost or stolen materials such as weapons, illegal items, or any other material forbidden by school rule.
· Administrators reserve the right to reassign students to another locker as the need arises. Students may not reassign lockers amongst themselves. 
· Locker Condition:  Lockers must be kept in good condition.  Broken or bent latches, dents, scratches, broken or missing hooks, vandalism, inappropriate decorations, the use of tape, writing on the locker, etc. will result in disciplinary action, which may also include loss of locker privileges and/or fines. Report any problems immediately, in order to prevent further damage and to maintain security.  
·  Jammed Lockers: Before seeking help with a jammed locker, you must first report to class on time and receive permission from the teacher.  Lockers usually become jammed because heavy items, jackets, or bags become wedged in the door.  
·  Locks: The school will retain access to student lockers by keeping a master list of combinations. Students may not use their own locks to prevent access to lockers by school officials and any unauthorized locks may be removed without notice and destroyed.  Obtaining a combination lock will be the responsibility of the student.  The student must then bring their combination lock to the Physical Education teacher Mr. Jones, who will record the combination and assign a locker. We encourage the student to have the combination written at home, and at school.
