Math:   We have been learning to count quarters in addition to nickels, dimes and 


pennies.

They are big concepts and as we say in class, “The more we practice,
the better we get!”

We will also learn that i and o often say their name when followed by two consonants 

(i.e. cold and find).

and/or spelling them aloud before they try to play the games on SpellingCity.com. 
Reading: The reading your child is doing at home is evident in the classroom. Good job to 


those who have made this part of your nightly routine! If you have not yet 


established this routine this week is a great time to start. 
Take-home-readers:

 Please remember to sign your child’s take-home reader envelope before they turn

it in.  Some of you have asked for your child to be able to take their Accelerated 

Reader test from home. After considering the pros and cons, I have decided that

this would be helpful to everyone.

Here are some things to remember:
· The web address is https://hosted223.renlearn.com
· Your child’s username is their first initial + the first 4 letters of their last name (I.E. John Smith= jsmit). Their password is their first and last initial.

· Please do not allow them to open their book during the test.
· You may read them the questions and answers (sometimes the test is harder than the book, especially in the red, orange and yellow readers) but do not give them any hints about what the answer might be.
· Not all books are accelerated reader books. If your child signs in and the test does not come up it is probably not an accelerated reader.
· Once your child takes the test they may not re-take it. The program won’t allow it.
· If they do not pass a test, they can re-read the book and let me know that they would like to retake the test. I can clear it from our school account.
Social Studies: We are learning about the US government and will begin learning about the 


Bear Flag Republic and the beginning of the gold rush in California.
