Free Choice Book Report
1. Choose 2 characters from the story and write about a conversation they might have.  Conversation should be a minimum of one page in length.
2. Write a letter to a close friend recommending the book you have just read. One page in length minimum.
3. Prepare a television commercial about your book.  You may act it out or video tape it.  The written script should be one page in length minimum.
4. Draw a cartoon strip using characters from the book.  Include captions to explain your book.  Should have 12 panels minimum.
5. Write a different ending to the story in your book.  Tell why you like your ending better.  One page minimum in length.
6. Explain why you think this book will or will not be read in 100 years from now.  Support your opinion by stating specific events in the story.  One page in length minimum.
7. Discuss one particular episode in the story that you remember most.  Describe why you think it remains so clear to you.  One page in length minimum.
8.  Write a letter to the author of your book.  Address it to the publisher’s   

      address and we’ll mail it after I review it. (If there are too many corrections, I 

      won’t mail it until you have fixed the corrections.)  One page in length  

      minimum.
9.  Write a ballad or song about the characters and events in your story.  Set the words to the music of a popular song and sing it to the class.  One page in length minimum.
10.  Describe in detail 3 characters from the story.  List reasons why these people would be nice to know and have as a friend.  One page in length minimum.
11.  Design a poster or book jacket of your book: include rising action scenes, the climax, and falling action scenes as well as characters.  Include a summary of your book so readers know what they are going to get from your book.
12.  Draw a mural depicting the major scenes from the book and write captions to explain the scenes.  One page in length minimum.
13.  Write a movie script for one of the scenes in your book.  You might like to act it out with a friend or video tape it for the class to watch.  One page in length minimum.
14.  Create a 3-D diagram that depicts an important scene from the book.  Include a one page minimum description of your scene.
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
