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Procedures:
Tall Ships sailing expedition is a one week educational opportunity that allows primarily 8th grade students to experience hands on Oceanography and Life Science while participating in sailing a ship.  Because the ship has limited bunks, student priority for establishing a participation list will be:

1. May/ June - Offered to all in coming 8th graders as students secure their position through a $200 non-refundable deposit initial signed registration.   (No Ducky Derby may be used as a deposit.)
2. September – Offered to 8th graders who have not already turned in their deposit money and completed registration form.   Crew Member List established as the date in which money and registration are turned in.  
3. November – Offered to 7th graders in the order of date in which money and registration are turned in. (No Ducky Derby money may be used as a deposit.)
4. December – Any spaces remaining will be offered to Alumni of RSA.  List established as the date in which deposit and second installment money and registration are turned in.
5. January – Any spaces remaining will be offered to parents whose students are attending Tall Ships.  List established as the date in which 2nd and 3rd installment money and registration are turned in.
Chaperones – The school will always send 3 staff members on this trip.  A fourth staff member will be provided unless there is a parent who must travel with their child due to health or other limitations.  Parents are required to cover their own cost.

In the event that there are more 8th graders than space available priority will be:
1.  All financial obligations and registration information met on time including cleared checks.
2. Any person who has already attended will be placed on a waiting list to allow others to experience Tall ships.
3. Upon more valid registration requirements* being received in 1 day a lottery will be held with those students to determine placement on the trip or creating a waiting list.   
*valid registration requirements = cleared deposits or ongoing installments and registration forms
