Welcome back to R.S.A.  I am really excited about teaching 3rd  & 4th  grade this year.  This is our 13th year at R.S.A. and our theme this year is American History emphasizing California History.  This is the first year in our new building.  We are so lucky to have this facility for our students to learn in.  Please help us take care of our new school.
Here is some information that will help your child prepare for school this year.  

1.  Student Supplies – Each child will need the following:

· 1 small backpack or book bag with your child’s name on it.

· 1 set of colored pencils and crayons
· 2 paper pocket folders with fasteners for 3 hole paper

· 1 box of extra pencils and a small pencil sharpener with a shaving catcher
· 1 pencil box or zippered pencil bag
· 2 glue sticks

· 2 large pink erasers

· 1 set of highlighters – red, blue, green, yellow, orange

2.  Classroom Supplies – To help keep classroom cost down, please help us with these supplies:

1 box of Kleenex                     1 package of wide ruled binder paper

2 reams of copy paper              Ziploc baggies  

1 box of hand wipes                       
3.  Classroom procedures- The following procedures are to help the classroom run smoothly.  


1.  Be polite to others



2.  Be on time ( 7:55 is when school begins)


3.  Be prepared for work ( have pencils and supplies ready)


4.  Respect others right to learn (talking and interrupting keeps others from     

                 listening for directions or doing work)

5.  Raise hand and wait to be called on

If these procedures are not followed then:


1.  You will be reminded the first time


2.  You will have time to think and write during recess.


3.  You or your teacher will make a courtesy call to your parent 


4.  Can’t get it together???  Talk to the Director.


5.  Fighting – referral to the office.

4.  Homework:  Homework will be assigned Monday through Thursday.  It will consist of studying spelling words, doing math homework, reading comprehension, and any special projects.  Homework should not last more than 30 minutes long.  If the assignments take an excessive amount of time please let me know.  


Periodically, I may need to send class work home that is incomplete.  Please help your child find time to finish this work and send it back to me for grading.  


Completed class work will be sent home on Friday (or the last day of the week).  Please take time to look over the work with your child.  If there are any questions please let me know.  You may write comments on the folder.  The folder must be signed and returned to me by the first day of the next week.  
5.  Pick-up after school – Pickup will be in front of the school. Please wait in your car and we will bring your child to you.  If you need to leave your car, park in the parking lot and walk in.  Please let me know if you have other plans for picking up your child. 
6.  Parent Volunteers – Our class is in need of parent volunteers.  We will need help in correcting papers, working with small groups, preparing assignments, book orders, special projects, field trips, science labs, etc.  I will be sending home a “Help Wanted” letter for you to fill out so I know when and how you are available to help.  I would also like your e-mail address so I can periodically send out information to you.
7.  Hatch Bucks - Our class’s money system is Hatch Bucks.  Students earn Hatch Bucks by participating in reading groups, showing exceptional behavior, being supportive of others, and doing special projects.  Hatch Bucks can be used to purchase pencils and erasers, other classroom supplies, and bathroom privileges during class time.  At the end of the month the students will be able to use their remaining Hatch Bucks to bid on items during a class auction.  Donated items are always appreciated for our auction.

8.  Absences – Absences do happen periodically. When your child is absent, please contact the school for a homework packet from the classroom.  If your child is going to be out for several days due to a family vacation or emergency, please ask for an Independent Study Contract.  When your child is not in school for any reason, we lose funding for that child.  Please help us maintain full funding for our school by keeping your child in school or on an Independent Study Contract.   Thanks  
9.  Lunch – A lunch program is provided for students who wish to purchase lunch at school.  You may view the lunch menu on our website.  Lunches are $3.00 each and reduced lunch is $2.00.  Please make checks payable to Enterprise School District.  
10.  Before School Care – Early bird care is available to those students who must arrive at school prior to 7:35.  Please drop off your child at the front of the school where they will enter through the lobby.  A supervised room will be provided for those children.
