     Container for colored pencils, highlighters, crayons, & sticky notes (box-style pencil box)
     Please check periodically to see which supplies might need to be replenished.  It is a good idea to label all items brought from home (including clothing).  Also, please send $5.00 in an envelope with student name and "Scholastic News" written on the outside for a full year's subscription to this weekly magazine (please send cash if possible; you may write a check to Pam Kellogg, but please no checks to RSA).
