· I will be giving math homework daily, Mon. through Thursday.  If we have a test rather than a lesson, I will assign a fact sheet or other work for homework that night.  You can ask to see your child's homework & feel free to check it over with him or her.

· Paper for homework:  I will provide homework sheets through September.  Feel free to make copies of those or design your own.  The goal is to help students keep their work organized (for them) and readable (for me).  Starting in Oct., please send your child with multiple copies of whatever form you have decided works for your child & check to make sure they have plenty of those papers in their math folders (it seems to work best to have a separate math folder).  We will usually get much of the homework started in class, so they will need a copy each day.  Again, regular paper is fine as long as there is clear separation between problems.  Thank you!

· The "Investigation" lessons are longer & contain more information.  I will cover most or all of the lesson in class.  The homework for many of those investigations will be to go back through the lesson & write the answers to all the numbered questions (the ones without answers provided).  Students benefit from going back over the content as it is more involved than normal lessons.
· Your child will need a compass this year for use at home.

· Students are expected to know their multiplication facts for the work we will be doing this year.  I'm sure some of the students don't quite have those mastered yet.  Unfortunately there will not be much time given in class to work on them.
