Choose a fiction book that is at least 200 in pages (or let me approve it first).  It must be a book that has not been made into a movie or one that you have read before.  Please choose a book that is at our grade level or above.
Your written book report may either be typed or handwritten. The report should be double spaced if typed or handwritten.  Each paragraph should have a MINIMUM of 3 sentences in each paragraph.  

It MUST include:

· Your Name, the date and Ms. Brown (First and Last name in the top right corner of the paper.)

· The book’s title. (Capitalize the important words and center it at the top of the page.)

· The name of the author. (Center it just under the title)
· A paragraph describing the setting of the book. (The setting is where the main part of the story takes place. There may be more than one place in your story to describe.)

· A paragraph describing the characteristic traits of the main character.
· A paragraph explaining what happened in the beginning of the book.
· A paragraph explaining what happened in the middle of the book.
· A paragraph explaining what happened at the end of the book.
· A paragraph stating your opinion of the book.
