I hope all of you have had a wonderful time off and are ready to learn!  I would love to start the new year off without needing to keep any student in to finish work or write any homework tours, so please help me with that.

This month we will be continuing our study of the original 13 colonies.  We will work with the history book to help improve the students’ ability to extract information from a text book and do other activities.  

Our book report requirement for this month will be to write 10 test questions about the book.  Make sure that you write questions from the beginning, middle, and the end of the book to show that you have read the entire book .  You will attach an answer sheet.  You must have at least one essay question and at least three fill-in-the-blank questions.  Correct grammar and spelling is expected and the usual information.  This is not an oral book report, so how many books it counts as will be based on the number of pages.

For science, we will be starting a brand new unit about cells.  If your science folder grade wasn’t as lovely as you would like, then make sure you are careful to put all that I give back to you for your folder in your folder.  The grades on the whole were actually quite good.

Since several students have been consistently reading less than the required number of minutes per week, I have started a new system.  While it is still fine to make up minutes on different days, each week should have the correct number of minutes or more (ie: 4 days = 80 minutes, 3 days = 60 minutes), to get full credit for the Reading Log.  I am sorry for those of you who were good about making up the missed minutes on the weekend; you’ll just have do that on the weekend before rather than afterwards.
We have some field trips coming up that we will need drivers for.  I’ll share them with you early in the hopes that enough of you will be available for driving.  Our first one is to Barnes and Nobles to support the annual play on 1/20 from 10:00 to 12:00.  The next one is on 2/8 from 9:30 to 12:15 to Shasta College for science lab time.  Our final already planned field trip is to see Starship on 2/22, but I’m not sure yet if drivers will be needed for that.  Permission slips will go home closer to the actual field trip.
I give rewards at the end of the week for having successfully turned in all assignments.  It is a combination of candy and prizes.  I can always use assistance in having enough of both on hand.

The only time I would need you to call for an appointment is if you need to talk with me.  During class time I am rather focused on the students.  I hope that you won’t have a problem with that.
