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This reading log is your child’s happy companion this year in which you, the parent, will list books that your child reads aloud to you.  We hope you are also reading to your child as often as possible, which is wonderful and very important, but this log is just for ones they read to you.   It is a weekly log, and normally it will go home on Monday and be recorded the following Monday. As this is RSA where we are f-l-e-x-i-b-l-e  it may be approximate due to assemblies and special events.  The reading log can “live” in the red folder on the homework (left) side.
Please help your child to focus on sounding out the words; however you can remind your child that once a word is learned, it is not necessary to keep sounding the word out.  If a high frequency word is not phonetic, just supply them the word and simply say, “It doesn’t play fairly.”  Remember to keep the tone of the reading time light, happy, and encouraging.  It is not necessary to finish the book in the recommended 10-15 minutes per day.  On the other hand, the book is lent for a week so that the child can practice the book many, many times to increase fluency and confidence.
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
