RESOURCEFULNESS   (vs. Wastefulness) means:  "Finding practical uses for that which others would overlook or discard." 
We are  encouragIng  students to apply these character qualities to their everyday lives each month by memorizing "I Will" statements.  For  RESOURCEFULNESS , the children say  I WILL:
-- see value in objects, ideas, and people.
-- repair, reuse, and recycle.
-- make wise use of my time, talents, energy, and mind.
-- give away or sell the things I do not use.
-- not litter.
The animal kingdom displays a wealth of insight into good character. Illustrations from the lives of animals help to make abstract qualities more concrete. They are especially effective in teaching character to children.
Lessons from the animal kingdom: THE MUSKY
"Muskies are not picky eaters. They will eat virtually anything smaller than themselves, including ducks, frogs, rats, squirrels, water snakes, and smaller fish. This large fish resourcefully feeds on that which others might consider useless or undesireable."

 Requiring oneself to design new ways to use extra food, money, possessions, or time develops creativity.
 Rich Dividends --
 Making wise use of extra resources increases the value of those resources. Investing a small sum of money multiplies into a large sum over time; the same result is true of any resource wisely used.
