AUDITION RULES AND GUIDELINES
1. Everyone starts at the same level. NO ONE IS GUARANTEED A PART, LINE OR SOLO because of past parts, lines or solos or the number of years they have been at RSA. Newer, as well as returning students have an equal chance. 

2. You will sing for a panel of at least 3 judges: dance director, music director and drama director.  Other possible judges would be our stage craft instructor and orffestra director. 

3. No early or late auditions will be allowed. All auditions must be done within   the week of Monday, September 19-Wednesday September 21. 
4. Each judge will consider tuning, diction, rhythm, stage presence, tone quality, volume and overall suitability. You will be judged on a numbered scale. Your final score will be the average of all the judge’s scores. Attitude throughout the process will also be a major factor in casting parts. 
5. You will not be judged on what you wear but keep in mind that your appearance will make an impression on the judges either for good or for bad. Modest dress is appropriate. The same goes for singing by memory. It isn’t required that you have the music memorized but your stage presence will be affected if you have to stare at the music.

6. Usually the highest scoring individual is cast in larger roles. However, there are circumstances in which we need to cast the 2nd or 3rd or even 4th highest score in a part. There are several other aspects taken into consideration such as grades and citizenship.
7. You will be considered for parts that you might not have auditioned for. 
8. There are possibilities of a student being double cast. This is the call of the directors.  Double cast decisions are usually made when a song is out of range for most people and only a handful of students can hit the notes. (Unfortunately, at this age, that is a common case especially for boys.) Please do not be upset if your child does not get a part when someone else has “two”. Double cast roles are usually small and are only done when necessary. Decisions are final and will not be contested. 
9. A student’s connection to RSA will not be taken into consideration. For example: parents who are faculty, parents who are on the board, parents who are in the PTC or TBC, a parent who volunteers hundreds of hours. While all of these things are appreciated they have no bearing on a students consideration for a role. 
10. All decisions are final.  If you would like an explanation of your audition results, the Director will be happy to discuss them with you in private. 
11. Try to see the “big picture”. There are many factors to consider when casting a show. Parents and students only see their piece of the puzzle. The Director must fit hundreds of pieces together to form a well designed, smooth running and successful show. 
12. Good sportsmanship is expected at all times from students and parents. You should show support and encouragement for everyone.   Remember that while you are competing with peers for parts we are all on the same team working for a common goal: A GREAT SHOW!
13. Both the student’s and parent’s attitude before, during and after auditions will play a big part in the decision making process. Bragging, taunting, backbiting, and general unsportsmanlike behavior will not be tolerated. Any such conduct may result in the loss of a role and possibly your place in the show. 
14. Auditions, as in rehearsals, are closed to anyone not auditioning or in the Theatre Production elective. This includes parents and faculty. This is to help ease nerves and tension and allow for a controlled, secure environment. 
15. Parents: kids learn about positive attitudes and good sportsmanship from YOU! Help your child understand the importance of being a well mannered winner as well as a good sport when it doesn’t work out the way we wanted it to. Although EVERYONE who puts themselves out there and auditions is a WINNER!! Whether or not they get a part. Every person in a show is invaluable. Every part is a working part whether or not there are lines or solos attached. Please do not encourage negative feelings or gloating. We look at the whole audition process as a life experience. Sometimes you win and sometimes you don’t. Sometimes you “get the job” and sometimes someone else gets it. While we try to be as fair as possible, it will not always seem that way to the ones who don’t get the part they wanted. Remember we are a team! Teams have different players all doing their part individually working for the collective win. In this case our win will be a FABULOUS SHOW!!!
