Overall my philosophy of teaching art is to provide successful, individual art experiences while developing students’ skills and knowledge. I align my curriculum with the California Visual and Performing Art Standards and provide thematic projects each trimester. In SECOND GRADE some of the standards we will address are:

-Identifying and describing the Art Elements: line, shape, color, value, form, space, and texture in works of art and in the environment. 

-Demonstrate beginning skill in the use of basic art tools, media & art making processes.

- Use appropriate art vocabulary to discuss student & historical art work.

-Work with color schemes such as warm and cool to create mood or communicate a personality.

-Show space through the use of overlapping shapes, relative size and placement on the picture plane. 

-Compare different responses to works of art 

-Use symmetry to create balance.

Throughout the school year students will work with the following media/techniques:

Drawing with pencil, crayon, oil pastel, black pen, color pencil and more

Painting with watercolor, watercolor pencil, and tempera

Creating form by folding cutting and gluing, manipulating salt dough and clay 
Working in collage and other mixed media techniques
